There may be some terms we refer to in the document that you may not be familiar with. Here are the meanings of these terms.

Active ingredient This is the main substance in a medicine that is responsible for the clinical action on a human
body.
Benefit year A benefit year refers to the benefits a member is entitled to during a calendar year, that is to say

1 January to 31 December. This medicine list (formulary) is applicable for this benefit year only.

Co-payment This is an amount that you need to pay towards a healthcare service. The amount can vary by
the type of covered healthcare service, place of service or if the amount the service provider
charges is higher than the rate we cover.

Emergency medical condition | An emergency medical condition, also referred to as an emergency, is the sudden and, at the
time unexpected onset of a health condition that requires immediate medical and surgical
treatment, where failure to provide medical or surgical treatment would result in serious
impairment to bodily functions or serious dysfunction of a bodily organ or part or would place
the person'’s life in serious jeopardy.

Medicine class This describes medicines that have similar chemical structures or similar therapeutic effects.

NAPPI code This is a unique identifier for a given medicine, surgical or consumable product.
